It can also be used when a period of time has passed since return of Genomic results, in combination with ‘Communication with Relatives about Genomic Information’, to distinguish between sharing that has already taken place (Communication with Relatives about Genomic Information) and future sharing planned by the respondent (Intention to Share Genomic Information with Relatives and Others).
